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I would bet that there isn’t one among us who hasn’t wished we could take back something we did or said, turn back the clock, have a do-over. Who hasn’t agonized over a careless mistake or egregious error. If someone were to confide in us that they could stop a regretful act in its tracks and do a 180, why would we begrudge them that opportunity? Enter the Abortion Reversal Pill. Enter a double standard.

The Abortion Reversal Pill (ARP) gives women the opportunity to choose life after all, something pro-abortion advocates do not appreciate. To oppose the ARP is to oppose options. So we can see how the “pro-choice” movement is increasingly becoming a misnomer, as “choice” is being replaced by an increasingly devastating agenda. Rather than staying on the choice side of the fence and actually letting women do so, regardless of whether they agree, they are aggressively seeking validation by elevating the lie from “you can have an abortion” to “you should have an abortion.” If the “pro-choice” community insists on having a voice, at least it could be a consistent one, not hidden behind a false label. (But they know that the truth is too harsh.)
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The objection, of course, is not about a pill, but which one.  Medical abortions via the Abortion Pill-RU486, accounted for 27.9% of abortions in 2016, up 113% since 2007, according to the CDC. In 2018, this pill accounted for 61.3% of abortions in Kansas (NRL News Today), and NPR reported a 33% increase in Iowa during the pandemic. Almost two dozen pro-life organization have called for this pill to be removed from the US market because of it’s high danger to women. The recent deaths of two British women have been linked directly to RU486 (NRL News). The FDA itself placed it under a “risk evaluation mitigation strategy” which requires that this medication be prescribed and administered in a healthcare setting. (NRL News). Yet the ease at obtaining these pills is frightening. One woman in the UK was told she would receive her pills by post in 3-5 days after a 5-minute telephone consultation. The reason she gave for an abortion? She was going to the beach and “just wanted to really focus on the holiday and have a good time” (LifeSite News).

The Abortion Reversal Pill, conversely, has saved over 1000 infant lives to date nationwide (Tennesee Right to Life). The ARP is also making legislative strides in Tennessee. The Abortion Reversal Pill Act-House Bill 2568-requires that any women prescribed the Abortion Pill-RU486, should also have information regarding the ARP, via signs displayed in facility and information from a physician 48 hours before abortion. There are currently 800 medical professionals trained to administer ARP protocol. This bill passed the House on June 1, 2020, with a vote of 71-22-1 (LifeNews, June). (The State Senate vote is scheduled for December 1, 2020.)

The following success story celebrates a life almost lost:  “Finding out I was pregnant was not the magical moment I envisioned it to be. I tried to convince myself that terminating the pregnancy was the best decision for the child. I researched the abortion pill, decided that was the method I was going to use, and made my appoint- ment. After being called back to the room, I was briefed on the pills, given information on what to expect, took the first dose and left. All at once it hit me that I had just made the worst decision ever, but I had no idea what to do. I jumped on my computer and found a site for help reversing the pill. The lady who answered gathered information and provided me the number of a doctor who would be able to help. The progesterone treatment was a success and months later I welcomed my perfectly healthy baby girl to the world. Not following through with the abortion pill has been a tremendous blessing. My little girl is the joy of my life and I truly don’t know what I would do without her. I am so thankful God placed people in my path who were able to make sure my little angel had a chance at life.” -anonymous
